Research includes books you have read, printed information from the internet, and/or library database biographies. Must have research in class on February 14 or you will loss 20 points!!! Students should be collecting information from books, internet, etc. They should also be reading a biography (unless they can’t find a biography on their hero.)

Details on person’s life and their contribution to the American Revolution

Elements to Include …

When and where they were born and to whom (if known)



Who they married, children, etc.



Occupation before and/or during the Revolution



Any interesting facts, details about their life



Any famous quotes



What they did for the cause of the American Revolution



What they did after the Revolution, etc.



Bibliography of sources (Simple list of books or internet sites)

Needs to teach the reader and tell them clearly about the life of the American Hero and their contribution to the American Revolution
Will be graded using Blank Writing Checklist with 4 dress-ups and 4 sentence openers per paragraph.  We will be using class time to work on this starting February 13th. Final essays will be finished at home. Essays may be typed, but typing is not required.
